Cllr J Arnold provided an update on the application proposing 6 dwellings adjacent to Bovey Tracey Hospital, highlighting that the application is to be rejected due to drainage and environmental issues.

Cllr Kerswell updated members around the Enforcement Notice issued for Southbrook Lane.

Cllr Kerswell advised members that the Dean Park application was considered at the Planning Committee on Tuesday 27th October. It was a close vote but the Chairman’s casting vote saw the application approved. It was noted that there were 3 abstentions.  Following the outcome of this application, Members requested a future agenda item to further discuss the Local Planning Authorities Committee determination process.
Cllr Brooke suggested that we make a standing request in respect to re-planting where trees are felled to ensure no net loss of biohabitat. The Town Clerk will make further enquiries of TDC’s arboricultural officer.
